My [family member] that's was 

staying with me is addicted to drugs and vandalized my vehicle. On top of that my [other family member] suffered from 3 mini strikes leaving her 

unable to speak. Also, I must work 35 plus hours a week to pay my way through school and bills with no help. Please give me a C in your course to 

pass, I'm a good student and person but have been battling many demons not of my own making. We can discuss in person if preferred. Please take 

all factors into consideration, thanks."
