ENTIRELY. FOR THESE ITEMS YOU MUST SHOW YOUR WORK IN A NEAT AND ORDERLY FASHION, AND IF YOU DO NOT DO 

SO, YOU FORFEIT YOUR CLAIM TO ANY CREDIT.  I RESERVE THE AUTHORITY TO INCLUDE ON ANY EXAM ANY QUESTION 

COVERING ANY CONTENT IN ANY FORMAT I DEEM APPROPRIATE.

REPLACING EXAM SCORES:  

 I WILL REPLACE THE MINIMUM OF YOUR EXAM  SCORES (ONLY ONCE IF THE MINIMUM OCCURS TWICE) WITH THE 

SCORE YOUR MAKE ON THE FINAL, ASSUMING THIS RAISES YOUR GRADE. NOTE THAT THE ABOVE POLICY OF 

MINIMUM EXAM SCORES IS STILL IN EFFECT, EVEN IF THAT SCORE IS REPLACES WITH THE SCORE FROM THE FINAL. 

    

MAKE-UP EXAMS:
