A filled in circle means “equal to”.  We use a bracket  [   or   ] 

An open circle means “not equal to” (but as close as possible).  We use a 

parenthesis:  (   or   ) 

You can NEVER equal infinity.  We ALWAYS use a parenthesis with the infinity
