Q Solving Percent Problems

Percent problems usually need some simple mathematical transformations in order to solve them.
These common key words associated with their mathematical symbols should help ease the look of
some percent “story problems.”

“of”” means multiply
“What number” or “Some number” means use a variable
“%” means switch the number back to the useful decimal form
“is” means equals
Example: What number is 30% of 60?7
n=.30x 60
n=18
Example: The number 20 is what percent of 60?

20 =n% x 60
60 60
333 =n%
333%=n
